· Security Requirements – complete visitor request form – Conference Code “ES08”
· Background:

HQ USSOCOM, including the Pinewood facility are Restricted Areas.  For unescorted access, visitors must possess, as a minimum, a Secret security clearance, regardless of the purpose of the visit.  Hand-carried security clearance verification is not valid and will not be accepted.  Clearance verification must contain, as a minimum, the following information; the person’s complete organization address, full name, rank and grade, service, social security number, security clearance level, investigation type and dates completed conference code, and your organization security manager and telephone number.  Even though the facility where our conference is being held is outside the main gate, it is still considered a SOCOM facility and all security requirements apply.   If you do not have a security clearance, it will not be a problem.  SOCOM will provide an escort.  You will still need to submit a visitor request form (see below).
· Things not permitted at SOCOM:  cell phone, laptops, cameras, MP3 players, etc., are not permitted within the SOAL building.  There are lockers on the premises to put phones, etc, if you don’t want to leave them in your car.  Security will scan any media you bring such as thumb drives, disc, etc. before they can be used on any SOCOM computer equipment.
