From I-95 -

Southbound - Exit #85, Aberdeen, turn Left onto MD RTE 22.  Travel approx 1.8

miles and turn Right (at the 5th light), immediately get into the left lane

and turn at the first left and then right onto RTE 40 West. (Do not continue on RTE 22 to APG, as you are not authorized to enter through that gate.)  Stay on RTE 40 West for approx 2 miles passing through Aberdeen.  Just past the WALMART, take the right

(under the overpass) onto MD RTE 715 East following signs to APG.  If you do not have a Government ID, get in line marked VISITOR and inform the guard that you need a pass for the Aberdeen Area for training in building 241 in the AMSAA compound.
