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On April 23, 2001, President George W. Bush

nominated Angela B. Styles to be the Ad-

ministrator for Federal Procurement Pol-

icy in the Office of Management and Budget (OMB).

The United States Senate confirmed her nomination

by unanimous vote on Thursday, May 24, 2001. Prior

to confirmation, Styles was Counselor to the Direc-

tor of OMB.

in the Texas Office of State-Federal Relations.
