CON 353 PRE-CLASS ASSIGNMENT INFORMATION
 Approximately 30 days before the class begins, students registered in CON 353 will receive specific instructions for accessing pre-class assignment material.
 

CON 353 is an action based learning course which has three short reading assignments and two short written assignments which must be complete prior to attending   the nine and a half day resident portion of the class. The online materials are available at the DAU Virtual Campus (https://dau.atlas.gov). Students will not be allowed to attend the resident portion of CON 353 unless they complete all online assignments.  It is estimated that students will take approximately 6 to 10 hours (on average) to complete the online reading and written assignments. The online assignments represent 25% of the student’s total grade.  

 

The Online Reading Assignments include: (1) read short Harvard Business Article on Leadership; (2) read short online materials on Critical Thinking and Problem Solving; (3) read and review materials on Business Decision Point Papers and Rational Problem Solving Models.

 

The Online Written Assignments include: (1) Mission Statement - short paragraph (8-10 sentences) describing your agency’s mission and what you do to support your agency’s mission; and (2) Problem Statement - in collaboration with you supervisor, identify a local agency problem which is impacting your agency’s ability to satisfy its mission and write a short (3 to 4 sentence) problem statement. Both your mission statement and problem statements will be posted to Atlas during the resident portion of the class. 

 

The online reading and written assignment materials are available at the DAU Virtual Campus (https://dau.atlas.gov). Students will be given access to the online assignments approximately 30 days prior to the resident class start date.
