SUBJECT: Myers-Briggs Type Indicator( (MBTI) Step II

1. As part of your PMT-401 experience, you’ll be taking the MBTI Step II. This variant of the MBTI allows a more in-depth understanding of your preferences, and it also helps to shed light on the intra- and inter-scale dynamics of the instrument. Because the interpretation session of this instrument will be held very early in the course, it is important you complete the instrument on-line before you arrive at Fort Belvoir. Instructions for going to the website and completing the instrument are below. Completing the instrument should take roughly 30 minutes—and if you don’t complete it in your first sitting, you can exit and complete it at a later time. The key to completing the instrument is to think about how you would prefer to answer the questions if there were absolutely no external (e.g., boss, family, etc.) pressures on you, and then pick those answers.
2. Here's the info you need to go take the instrument (Form Q of the MBTI) on-line:

· Leave User ID blank

· When you enter the site, scroll down and click on the button that says "Take It" by the Form Q.  Once the screen reforms, use the dropdown box under "Assessment Information" and highlight "PMT401-04-2" as the batch name, and then proceed to answer the other questions. Leave "Personal ID" blank. The instructions will step you on through from there.
